Pentecost Sunday at St. Benedict:      
Celebrating Our Unity in Diversity 

This Pentecost Sunday, St. Benedict Parish 
will come together to celebrate the birthday 
of the Church with a vibrant and Spirit-filled 
Multicultural Mass and Feast at 8:30am. 
Just as in Acts 2:1–11, when the Holy Spirit 
descended upon the disciples and people 
from every nation heard them speak in their 
own languages, we too will gather as a richly 

diverse community, united by faith and enlivened by the Spirit. 

The Scripture readings for the day will speak beautifully into our celebration. In Acts, we’ll be 
reminded that the Spirit transcends all borders and languages. Psalm 104 will lift our hearts 
as we proclaim, “Lord, send out your Spirit, and renew the face of the earth!” In his letter to 
the Corinthians, St. Paul teaches that though we are many parts, we form one body through 
the same Spirit. And in the Gospel of John, Jesus breathes the Holy Spirit upon the disciples—
a breath that will continue to breathe life into our Church today. 

Our Multicultural Mass will be a joyful celebration of the many cultures that make up our 
parish family. Parishioners are encouraged to wear traditional dress representing their     
heritage, adding colour, richness, and beauty to our shared worship. The liturgy will include 
music and prayers in multiple languages, offering a living witness to the unity we share in 
Christ through the power of the Holy Spirit. 

After Mass, we will continue the celebration with a multicultural feast. Everyone is warmly 
invited to bring a dish from their cultural tradition to share. Together, we’ll enjoy flavours 
from across the globe—a foretaste of the heavenly banquet—and experience the joy of    
hospitality, community, and mutual appreciation. 

Pentecost marks the birth of the Church and reminds us that it began with diversity and unity 
hand in hand. This Sunday, we will joyfully reflect that truth at St. Benedict Parish. Come and 
be part of this absolutely wonderful occasion. Let us open our hearts to the Spirit, and allow 
God to renew us, unite us, and lead us forward as one body in Christ. 

Getting to Know God through Scripture 
In the Book of Genesis, we hear these very significant words: “So God created humankind in 
His own image, in the image of God He created them; male and female He created 
them.” (Genesis 1:27). This foundational truth reminds us that to know God is, in a real way, 
to know ourselves—who we are and who we are called to be. 

Sacred Scripture is the greatest source we have for deepening our understanding of God. 
While not the only way we come to know God, Scripture offers us the clearest window into 
God's heart, God’s promises, and God’s call in our lives. 

To help us journey deeper into this understanding, our Prayer Network is offering a ten-week 
Scripture study focused on the Book of the Prophet Isaiah. Isaiah is often called the "Fifth 
Gospel" because of its profound prophecies about the coming of the Messiah and its rich 
theological insights.
