Dear wonderful Parishioners of St Benedict’s Parish

The beautiful story of the Road to Emmaus in Luke’s Gospel offers us more than a comforting
resurrection appearance—it reveals the very pattern of the Eucharist that we celebrate each
time we gather for Mass.

As the two disciples walk away from Jerusalem, weighed down by confusion and
disappointment, the risen Jesus draws near, though they do not yet recognise Him. He begins
by speaking with them, listening to their story, and then opening the Scriptures to them. In
this moment, we see the first part of the Mass reflected: the Liturgy of the Word. Like those
disciples, we too arrive carrying the burdens and questions of our lives. And like them, we are
invited to listen as Jesus speaks to us through the Scriptures. When the Word of God is
proclaimed and broken open, our hearts can begin to “burn within us,” just as theirs did
along the road.

The story then moves to the table. The disciples urge the stranger to stay with them, and as
they sit together, Jesus takes bread, blesses it, breaks it, and gives it to them. In that familiar
action, their eyes are opened, and they recognise Him. This is the second great spiritual
nourishment of the Mass: the Liturgy of the Eucharist. Here, Jesus is made truly present to us
in the breaking of the bread. What was hidden becomes visible. What was distant becomes
intimately close.

Every time we gather for Mass, we walk the Road to Emmaus. We are nourished first by the
Word that speaks truth into our hearts and minds, and then by the Sacrament that feeds us
with Christ Himself. Word and Sacrament together form one complete encounter with the
risen Lord where we become more one with Christ.

And just as the disciples, once they recognised Jesus, immediately returned to Jerusalem with
renewed joy and purpose, so too are we sent out at the end of Mass. Strengthened and
transformed, we go out to share the Good News as Missionary Disciples, carrying Christ
within us into our homes, our workplaces, and our world.

The journey continues, but we never walk it alone!

The Easter Season is the Church’s great fifty-day celebration of the Resurrection, stretching
from Easter Sunday to Pentecost. Liturgically, it is marked by joy: the Paschal Candle burns
brightly at every Mass, the Scriptures focus on the risen Lord appearing to His disciples, and
the Church prays with a renewed sense of victory and hope. The liturgical colour is white -
symbolising light, glory, purity, and triumph. It is the colour of Christ risen, no longer bound
by death, but radiant with divine life.
During this season, the “Alleluia” returns and is sung with real gusto. Throughout Lent it was
set aside, almost like holding one’s breath. Now it bursts forth again as the Church’s song of
joy because Jesus is alive. The word itself expresses great exuberance, for death has been
conquered.
To be a person of the Resurrection means to live with that same joy and confidence. It means
we are no longer defined by fear, sin, or failure, but by the life of Jesus within us. The risen
Jesus is not just a figure of the past; He is alive in us now. His grace lifts us, strengthens us,
and quietly transforms our hearts day by day.
Easter invites us to live differently, to carry within us the very life of the risen Lord: alive,
joyful, and full of hope.

Our Church Family Has Grown, Alleluia!!
During the evening Mass on Sunday April 12 we had six Infant Baptisms. So, together with the
ten beautiful people, who were fully initiated as Catholics at our Easter Vigil, we have grown
as God's wonderful family.
The Risen Jesus’ life is new in them, as they begin to live the faith that all of us in the Church
profess. Their faces radiate the beauty of Jesus’ Resurrection for all to see. In them, the
Church is new.

| wish all the newly baptised, and those now fully initiated into the Church, a most Blessed
and Happy Easter Season. Jesus is Risen! Indeed He is truly risen! Alleluia!!
